	INSTRUCTIONAL ACTIVITIES 
This lesson is the second part of the Biomes of the World lesson plan.

1. Have students get out their Biomes of the World Graphic Organizer. Explain to the class that now you are going to write an expert report on their biome.
2. They will need Report Writing Rubric as a guideline to write a 3 paragraph report. 
3. Students should write a rough draft of their papers. Each paper should include an introduction and paragraphs highlighting the characteristics of the biome. This information can be found on the student’s completed Biomes of the World Graphic Organizer.  Make sure that at least 3 types of flowers/fauna, 4 animals and 3 characteristics to describe the biome are included.
4. After students have typed their papers on the computer have them find a partner that wrote about a different biome read the paper using the Report Writing Rubric
.
5. After peer review, learners should make corrections based on peer editing then submit the paper to instructor in person or via email.
