	INSTRUCTIONAL ACTIVITIES 

1. Begin class by asking students if they ever thought why certain animals live in the locations they do? Have the talk with a partner to answer that question. Why do you think that? This should just take a couple of minutes. Most likely they will have some of the answers correct. Have them hold onto their answers.
2. Explain that the areas that all animals live in are called biomes or environments.  Show Introcution to Biomes. As the students watch the video have them take notes on how many different biomes are there and can they identify them.  
a. Video may want to be shown a second time in order for them to capture as much as possible. This can be determined by asking how many different biomes were identified.

3. After watching the video ask for student responses of what they saw. Write responses on the board. Provide students with a definition of a biome: a large ecosystem where plants, animals, insects, and people live in a certain type of climate.
4. Distribute Biomes of the World Graphic Organizer. Guide the students in filling it out by using the Biomes of the World PowerPoint. Use the first slide to model what you see in the slide. Fresh water, marsh grass. Ask what kind of animals do they think would live in this environment. (Frogs, crabs, fish are some examples. Fill in the appropriate information on Biomes of the World Graphic Organizer.

5. Have the students work with a partner to go through the rest of the Biomes of the World PowerPoint and fill out their graphic organizer. Have students ask the following questions: Why do you think that? How do you know this? What questions do you still have?  
6. Students can also watch Biomes of the World. This has more photos including animals they could use to fill out their Biomes of the World Graphic Organizer. Instructor walks around and assists as necessary guiding the students in thinking about the above questions.
7. After the PowerPoint and second video have been watched and their Biomes of the World graphic organizer have been filled in bring the class together to fill in a “master” Biomes of the World graphic organizer to make sure everyone has the correct information. Explain that there are other biomes, but we are only focusing on these 6 major ones.

	Wetlands

	Water is always going to be standing still. You will find them in many low lying areas. It is common for them to be very close to lakes, rivers, and streams. They may have water in them all the time or only during particular times of the year. That is a key factor that separates it from other forms of biomes. The combination of both land and water are essential for this biome to form.
Can be freshwater or saltwater.
	Water plants, trees, mangrove and shrubs, pond lilies, cattails
Amphibians, Alligators, turtles, snakes, Insects, frogs and lizards. Birds too, which many of which do not migrate.
