· Learners will use context clues in order to understand key vocabulary words in a text.

	INSTRUCTIONAL ACTIVITIES 

1. As we continue to explore the world through information we often encounter words that we are not familiar with. A good reader uses context clues to determine what the unfamiliar word might mean.

a. Does anyone know what I mean by context clues?

2. Let’s practice by exploring the famous Lewis Carroll poem Jabberwocky. 
a. Handout copies of the poem along with a highlighter for students to follow along with while you read a loud. 
b. As you read and come across strange words, pause and ask students what clues help them to understand what the word might mean. Highlight these cues as a class.
c. The language is unfamiliar and in fact made up, but we are still able to get meaning out of it. How? Why?
i. Students should bring up punctuation, phrasing, and prior knowledge of storytelling features. 

3. Let’s view a slideshare presentation, Understanding Context Clues, to get more clarification on context clues and sharpen up our skills. 
a. Go through the slideshare presentation, pausing at examples for students to think through and practice context clues. This is a good opportunity to model your thinking out loud.
4. Now you will apply context clues to complete Context Clues Worksheets in small groups (select from levels 1-3 based upon student group levels).
a. Encourage students to highlight the clues that help them to understand the unfamiliar words. 
b. Circulate the room to assist students where needed and observe progress.
c. Review one example from each group as a class, sharing context clues. 

5. Next we will apply the skills you have been practicing to analyze context clues in Using Context Clues activities. You will log in to the TV411 website and work independently on activities 1-3.
a. Monitor students as they work through these on their own and practice GED computer skills. 

6. As a final practice of these skills, you will complete a worksheet as homework. 
a. Pass out one of the three listed worksheets from K12 Reader according to student level.
i. Context Clues: Words in Kidnapped [EFL 3]

ii.  Working with Context Clues: The Raven [EFL 4]

iii. Analyzing Words with Context Clues: The Story of an Eyewitness [EFL 4]

b. This will be collected when students return to class and used to determine if more review is needed.
