	INSTRUCTIONAL ACTIVITIES 

1. Last class we discussed sentence types, which relate directly to end punctuation. Remember, we have three options when ending a sentence: period, question mark, or exclamation mark. Let’s briefly add to our notes for a review.

2. Students will review end punctuation by completing the Practice End Marks and turn this into the instructor

3. End punctuation is important, but also is capitalization. Look at the sentences you just added punctuation to. What words do you notice are capitalized? Why are these capitalized? Write responses on the board

4. First, you will complete a brief pre-assessment Chapter 10: Capitalization. Review this with students prior to continuing with the lesson.

5. Turn to Lesson 4.1 Capitalization in Common Core Basics: Building Essential Test Readiness Skills (Writing) to review when to capitalize for three situations: Beginning of sentences, Titles, Proper Nouns
a. Students should take notes with at least one example of each on their Capitalization & End Punctuation Guided Notes Handout.

b. Before reviewing pg. 99 on proper nouns, have students fill in as many proper nouns as they know on the Capitalization Worksheet (Capitalizing and Writing Proper Nouns)
c. Use the book to add more examples of proper nouns to the guided notes.
6. With a partner, apply the rules of capitalization to the short passage on pg. 100. Record on a separate sheet of paper words that need capitalization correction.
a. Review this with the class, asking students to support their correction with reasoning (rules of capitalization)

7. Students will independently complete the Skill Review on pg. 103-104 on a separate sheet of paper.
a. Review these having students score their own.

8. Have students return to the pre-assessment Chapter 10: Capitalization and review their initial answers to see if they have changed. Students will turn this in to the instructor.

9. If time allows or additional practice is needed, direct students to the following websites to practice independently or print out additional worksheets:
a. Capitalization 1 Quiz
b. Capitalization in English – Practice Test 2
c. Capitalization Activities and Worksheets
