	LEARNER OUTCOME(S)

· Learners should be able to distinguish long vowel sounds in regular spelled one-syllable words and common vowel teams.

	ASSESSMENT TOOLS/METHODS

· Learners will be able to distinguish between long and short vowels in one syllable words by writing a limerick.

	
	LEARNER PRIOR KNOWLEDGE

· Learners should understand syllables and know the difference between vowels and consonants.


	
	INSTRUCTIONAL ACTIVITIES 

1. Ask students if they know any of the rules for why vowels make the sounds they do. Record answers-depending on answers will depend on the depth needed.

2. Explain to learners that there are rules for vowels which will help them to understand how to pronounce the word correctly.

3. Show Vowels: The Long and the Short of It PPT Discuss the patterns used to make the long vowels that are in the slides. See if students can come up with other words for each of the examples. 
4. Have students fill in Long Vowels and Limericks and Short Vowels placing a sample word in the correct box to have an example. (Either walk around room making sure words are correctly located or tell them where the word belongs.)
5. Display Limerick PPT.  Read through the sample limerick on slide 2. Ask students what they noticed about the limerick (what lines rhyme and why? does the poem make sense? What do they notice about the syllables in lines 1, 2 & 5?).
6. Show slides 3-7 which go over the characteristics of a limerick, includes syllables, rhyming and a breakdown of the words and syllabication for assistance. 

7. Have students find a partner and go to Poetry Through the Ages or Poem Hunter to read 3 limericks.  After reading them students will write down the long vowels sounds from the limericks in the appropriate box on Long Vowels and Limericks. Have students work in pairs to locate them. Then repeat looking for short vowel words and record on Short Vowels. Teacher circulates to answer questions and provide support as needed. It may be helpful for students to locate the long vowels first and then find the short sounding vowels second.
8. Have the class come together and ask if they see why the words rhyme. Show one pattern for the long vowels and how are they spelled taking note if students don’t recognize it. Explain that when two vowels are together that other forms long vowel sounds (rain, stain, meet etc).

9. After going over examples and having students make notes on Long Vowels and Limericks have students find a partner and write their own limerick.
10. Students read limericks aloud in class.
