	LEARNER PRIOR KNOWLEDGE

· What do they already know?  Brainstorm as a class a series of issues that students feel very strongly about or that impact students in their daily lives.  Write this list where everyone can see on an overhead, the board, or chart paper.  If the class gets stuck throw out these topics to get them started: Health Care, Gasoline Prices, Gun Control, Legal System, Taxes, Assisted Suicide, Death Penalty, Television



	
	INSTRUCTIONAL ACTIVITIES 

1. Discuss with the students all the sources they could use to find information on these topics, such as: Internet, encyclopedias, newspaper, television, libraries, ask knowledgeable individuals.  Provide explanations to any unfamiliar sources.

2. As a group, have students choose one issue they would like to find more information about.  The group can work collaboratively to generate questions and find resources.

Teacher note: Some students would benefit from a mini-lesson on note-taking and how to keep track of sources as they do research.  Using the Note-Taking Chart is an effective graphic organizer as resources are accumulated.

3. Go over the I Need More Information!  handout. Students will use this handout to guide them through the process of researching a specific issue.  Have the students work through the process assisting them, as their level requires.

4. Go over the completed handout individually, in small groups, or as a large group allowing anyone who is willing to share their discoveries to do so.

5. Teachers can use the Learn Through Research Rubric to determine how well the student has performed the standard.  Students can also use the rubric to do a self-assessment.
