	INSTRUCTIONAL ACTIVITIES 

1. Introduction:

a. Part of being a good employee is having the ability to operate effectively as a team member. The focus of this activity is effective communication skills, collaborative problem-solving, and team work.
2. Put students in groups of 3-4. Have them go in separate rooms if possible, if not - put up folders as a barrier so the other groups cannot spy.  
3. Hand each group a pile of 10-15 Lego blocks and the Lego Structure handout.  Tell groups to build a structure.  Let them be as creative as they’d like to be. 
a. Inform groups that eventually another group in the class will be asked to recreate their Lego Structure. Have each group assign a note taker to record the steps involved in building the Lego Structure.

4. Once they finish building, have the group work together to write directions on how to put the structure together. Tell them that you are going to give it to the next group and for them to make it so they can use your directions to do that. Make sure that you state that drawings or diagrams of any kind are not allowed. Tell them the object is to get the other group to put it together EXACTLY how they did.

a. While students are writing directions, walk around and take pictures of the structure. 
5. Once all groups have finished writing, instruct the groups to disassemble their Lego structure and trade their piles of Legos and Lego Structure handout with another group.
