· Learners will complete a self-directed learning guide of guided and independent learning activities. 
· Learners will indicate with color coded highlighting key details in a text 
· Learners will create a Prezi presentation according to a rubric.
· Learners will report on a current event applying key presentation skills. 

	
	LEARNER PRIOR KNOWLEDGE

· Learners know how to identify main idea and details in a text

· Learners are familiar with active reading strategies 

· Learners are familiar (as a viewer) with Prezi presentations and some of the features
· Learners have a general understanding of presentation standards: Speaking audibly and clearly, good posture, eye-contact, professional visuals, etc. 



	
	INSTRUCTIONAL ACTIVITIES 

1. Introduction: Ask students the following questions to spark discussion. 

· What are some major news topics right now?

·  Do you discuss these with family or friends? 

· Is it important to be aware of what is going on nationally and internationally? 

2. Today we are each going to explore a current event that is meaningful and create a presentation to share with the class. Have any of you ever had to give a presentation for school or work?  If so:

· Who was your audience?

· What was the topic?

· How did you present it? Tools? Methods?

· Did it go well? How did you know?
Presentations formal or informal come up more than you realize. Perhaps your boss asks you to present your recent project to him/her; you are put in charge of training a small group of people at your work site, you have been charged with leading a presentation to the youth at your church; etc. These are all examples of presentations. 

3. Write on the board the following question: What was the best   presentation you have ever sat through? Think about what made that presentation so great.  Have a spider map on the board with “Great Presentations” written in the middle. Ask students to add characteristics or key details about what made the “great presentation” so great. Hopefully they list some of the following:

1. Focused

2. Relates to audience
3. Organized

4. Visuals

5. Engaging

6. Humorous

Now, think of the worst presentation you have ever witnessed. What made it so bad? Students will share a couple details they remember. 

4. Before we get into organizing your presentation, we need to review presentation skills and complete some research. Handout the Listen Up! Self-Directed Learning Guide to students and review this with them. As you can see, this learning guide takes you through a series of activities that must be completed prior to creating your Prezi. The first two activities will be completed as a class, but as you complete the others you must check in with me for approval before moving onto the next. There is a space beside each activity for my initials. Once you have completed the entire self-directed learning guide then you will begin working on your Prezi presentation. Any questions?
5. First let’s review a couple key components of a great presentation. We are going to complete activity 1 by viewing 10 Tips to Becoming a Better Presenter. As you can see there are spaces for notes on the learning guide. Please follow along. 
6. Now, you will move at your own pace for the research portion of the learning guide. Learners will select a topic to present on at the site Student News Daily. Steer them toward government or science. Learners will print and read their article, highlighting key information (main ideas= green, supporting details= orange) and complete the question set that goes along with the article. Circulate the room, assisting learners as needed.
7. Once the previous activities are complete, learners will begin creating their own Prezi presentation to inform the rest of the class about their selected topic. Learners will follow a rubric as a guide for Prezi creation. 
a. Instruct students to go to https://prezi.com
b. Selected “Give Prezi a try” the “Continue free” for a public account

c. Students can begin making their own Prezi

8. Learners will submit their Prezis in advance for instructor evaluation (according to rubric) and editing time.
9. Learners will report on their topics as a class presentation, using their Prezis as a visual guide. Learners will be assessed on their presentation methods by the instructor and their peers. Instructors will use the Oral Presentation Rubric and peers will use the Peer Evaluation.

10. Students will receive a combined evaluation on their presentation that includes the teacher rubric with feedback and the student evaluations.
