	LEARNER OUTCOME(S)

· Students will demonstrate identifying the main idea and key details in informational texts by recording their responses on the fishbone graphic organizer.

· Instructor will monitor students as they fill in fishbone graphic organizer. Students will be assessed by using the fishbone graphic organizer.



	
	LEARNER PRIOR KNOWLEDGE

· No prior knowledge is necessary.


	
	INSTRUCTIONAL ACTIVITIES 

1. Put the words main idea on the board and ask students to define main idea and what do they already know regarding the topic. Write their responses on the board.
2. Depending on answers make connections to the 5 Ws and how (who, what, when, where and why). Main idea is what the article is all about and the other questions give more detail. Explain that sometimes not every question is always answered depending on the article, but most will be answered.
3. Select a current event news article from Newsela, ProCon, or Time for Kids and distribute copies of the article to all students.

a. Project the Fishbone Graphic Organizer.
b. Using Explicit Instruction, model for the students how to read the article and identify the 5 Ws.

c. After the first few paragraphs, ask for a student volunteer to read and ask other students to identify the 5 Ws.

4. Now students will practice using the Fishbone Graphic Organizer on an article of their choice. The instructor can bookmark various sites on computers allowing easy access to students. Copies of articles can also be made available to students.

5. As students read their articles instructor moves among the class answering questions as needed.
6. When students have completed their Fishbone Graphic Organizer, students are directed to write a short paragraph with the information they gathered while working with a partner. Instructor assists as needed.

7. Wrap up have students turn in paragraph.
