· Learners will summarize a current event, presenting facts in an organized written response.

· Learners will present information on a current event by sharing key details.

	ASSESSMENT TOOLS/METHODS

· Learners will highlight key details in an informational text

· Learners will organize facts into a written response that has an introduction, details, and a conclusion.

· Learners will begin planning their presentation by submitting a brief outline (exit ticket)

· Learners will present their current event summary to the class sharing key details, the connection to a GED subject area, and why the topic is important.


	
	LEARNER PRIOR KNOWLEDGE

· Students can identify main idea in a grade level appropriate text

· Students can supply details that support the main idea



	
	INSTRUCTIONAL ACTIVITIES 

1. Ask learners:
a. Where do you get information on current events? Newspapers, television, RSS feeds, Family/friends, etc.
b. What are some major current events now? Briefly name some of these now. 

2. Today we are going to look at current events around the world. You are going to search out a current event that deals with a science or social studies topic. This could be advancements in science, politics, or human rights issues just to name a few. For a more specific example, I might read a current event about an earthquake sharing details about the event. In my summary I might use scientific vocabulary that would benefit the class to know for the GED test. (Seismic activity, fault lines, aftershock) 
3. Use computers to look up current events on one of the following sites or search a specific topic/event:
a. Associated Press http://www.ap.org/ 

b. USA Today http://www.usatoday.com/ 

c. NBC http://www.nbcnews.com/ 

d. CNN http://www.cnn.com/ 

e. NPR http://www.npr.org/ 
4. Once you have selected an article, it must be approved by the teacher. Once you have approval, print the article and begin highlighting key points/facts that are most important about the topic. Think about the 5W’s (Who, What, When, Where, Why and How)
5. Check your understanding by answering the questions on the 5 W’s handout.
6. You will now be organizing your highlighted information into an informative writing. Follow the Written Summary Rubric to introduce your topic, share key information, and explain why it is important to know about. 
7. Be prepared to briefly present your current event summary during our next class sharing main points of the event, its connection to a GED content area/ topic, and why we should be aware of the news. 
8. Before you leave class give me an idea of what you will be sharing next class. Write on a notecard:

1- your topic
2- one detail 

3- the connection to the GED

4- why it is important
