· Learners will be able to use adjectives and adverbs accurately and appropriately in writing, conversations and reading.

	ASSESSMENT TOOLS/METHODS
· Learners will write an effective paragraph about a photo taken by Helen Levitt. Instructor should be able to identify the photo based on description. 

	
	LEARNER PRIOR KNOWLEDGE
· Learners should know noun, pronoun, subject and verb. 


	
	INSTRUCTIONAL ACTIVITIES 
1. Ask if anyone can give a definition for adjectives or adverbs. Write responses on the board. 
a. Provide them with definition. 
i. Adjectives modify nouns or pronouns and answer what kind? How many? And which one? They usually come before the noun. 
ii. Adverbs are words that modify verbs, adjectives or other adverbs. They answer the questions how? When? How often and where? They also end in –ly, but not all the time. 
iii. Adjectives and adverbs are used to provide details to help the reader understand the content better. They can also be referred to as “painting” words. 
2. Write the following sentence on the board: The dog ran after the cat.  
a. Ask students to share what image they visualized. Responses will vary, writing some on the board as they will have sentences with adjectives and adverbs. 
b. Identify adjectives and adverbs. Explain that now everyone has a clearer picture. You could also describe the weather, what the room looks like. 
c. Adjectives describe size, shape, age and color in that order when there is a list. Adverbs can appear most anywhere in the sentence depending on what they are modifying.
3. Bring in the book Alexander and the Terrible, Horrible, No Good, Very Bad Day which contains descriptive words even in the title or listen to the audio recording. It would be good to read/play a passage from the book allowing the learner to hear the words. Have students write down adjectives and adverbs as they listen.
4. Explain that adjective and adverbs can also describe more than one thing or compare two things or more. Comparative adjectives/adverbs compare by adding –er to the end or by adding more or less in front. Superlative-compares more than two using –est to the end or most and least.   Ex: rapid, rapidly, more rapidly and most rapidly.
5. Ask the students for some sentences with adverbs and adjectives in it. Write the sentences on the board with an adverb in it. Now move the adverb around and have them identify how the meaning of the sentence changes.
6. Caution students to not use too many adjectives as they can weaken one’s writing. Have them write a paragraph about themselves loaded with adjectives. Then find a partner, have them read the paragraph and take out adjectives or adverbs that would strengthen the writing. 
7. Next have students explore the online exhibit Helen Levitt Dies at 95. 

a. Have students study the photos for a couple of minutes taking notes, and then write a paragraph about it using adjectives and adverbs wisely. 

b. Share with a partner for editing, additions, etc. Make sure partners exchange papers.  
8. For additional practice, have students complete Adjective or Adverb.
