	INSTRUCTIONAL ACTIVITIES
1. Say: What does it mean to summarize? (Summarizing is to express the main points of a piece of writing in your own words.)
2. Say: What should be included in a summary and what should not be included? The teacher will make lists on the board of the students’ responses.
3. Distribute Lesson 1.4 Summarize Details from Common Core Achieve.
4. As a class, the students will take turns reading p. 32-35 aloud to learn more about writing summaries. Focus the students’ attention on the “w” questions. (Who, What, Where, When, and Why or How).
5. Say: As a class, let’s assess our list written on the board of what should be included in a summary and make modifications to include new information.
6. Divide the students into groups of 2 or 3 students per group. Try to include a student with higher reading ability in each group.
7. Groups will complete p.35-37 in the book. The teacher will assist groups having difficulty with the skill.
8. Bring the class together and share where they had success and difficulty.
9. Spread clipped newspaper and magazine articles across a table.

	10. Say: Browse the articles and choose one that interests you. The teacher may want to assist students of lower reading ability toward articles clipped from the children’s page of the newspaper as they are written at a lower reading level.
11. Say:  Read the article and use a highlighter to highlight “w” information. (Who this article is about, what, when, where, why or how).

12. Give each student a notecard with the “w” words written on them. After reading the article, SAY: Write a word or phrase that answers each of the “w” questions.

13. Say: Write a paragraph summarizing your article. Remind students to begin their summary with a main idea sentence.
14. Students will share their summaries with the class by reading them aloud.
15. Staple article and prewriting notecard to summary and collect. Evaluate summary to see if the students were able to include information regarding who their article was about, what happened, where did it occur, when, why or how it happened..

16. Ask students to give a thumbs up if they feel more confident in their ability to summarize, a sideways thumb if they feel improved, and thumbs down if they feel they are not yet able to summarize. Record student responses in a notebook. If few students held thumbs up, the teacher may want to repeat the lesson at a future date.
	


	
	DIFFERENTIATION
· Clip articles from the children’s page of the newspapers.

· Direct lower reading level students toward these articles because they are shorter in length and have easier vocabulary.
· Give students the choice of smaller paper.
· Smaller writing space can be less intimidating to lower level students.
