	INSTRUCTIONAL ACTIVITIES 

1. Prior to beginning lesson gather a variety of nonfiction books that includes tables of contents, glossaries, indexes, headings, etc.

2. Ask students if they know the difference between fiction and nonfiction books. Explain nonfiction books and internet sites have tools that help guide the reader along. Ask if they can identify any of those tools.
3. Below is a list of features to show in class. They are all listed on the Nonfiction Feature Find. Go through each of them demonstrating them with the books you located. 
a. Labels help the reader understand the small parts of a picture.

b. Captions help the reader understand what they are looking at in a picture.

c. Cross Sections help the reader see what something looks like from the inside.

d. Types of Print help the reader know that the word or words are important.

e. Close-Ups help the reader see what something looks like from up close.

f. Tables of Contents help the reader know how the book is organized.

g. Indexes help the reader find specific information in a book.

h. Glossaries help the reader understand the definitions of important words in the book.

4. Display websites that have icons on them and different headings and menus to demonstrate those features.
a. Examples websites to explore:

i. USA Today
ii. MyGED 

iii. GCF LearnFree 
5. After walking through each of the components both in book and internet form have students work in pairs to look through the books and websites to fill out their own Nonfiction Feature Find. Allow the pairs to decide which features they will be responsible for locating. Instructor circulates among the pairs assisting as needed. 
6. Bring the back together to wrap up what they learned. Ask did they find any features more helpful than others? If so, how? Would they use all of them all the time?  
7. Have students fill out an exit slip listing 2 text features and their purpose. (They should be ones their partner shared with them. Checking to make sure they were paying attention.)
