	INSTRUCTIONAL ACTIVITIES 
1. Teacher displays Colonial Influences PowerPoint presentation to help walk students through the activities of the lesson.   
· Write the names of the 5 documents on the board (Magna Carta, English Bill of Rights, Mayflower Compact, Cato’s Letters, Thomas Paine’s Common Sense_
2. Distribute Colonial Influences to the students and give them some time to brainstorm the meaning of the “big idea” terms in the first column of the table (rule of law, self-government, due process, limited government, rights).
3. Ask students to share their personal definitions and discuss as a class.  Have students copy the class definition onto their sheets. 
4. Once you are finished with the big ideas, distribute the reading (Colonial Influences, first paragraph is titled “Hey! Anyone Have Any Good Ideas?”) and Cut-and-Fold Activity graphic organizer to the students. 

a. Read aloud as a class.

b.  Review the correct answers.
5. Distribute Colonial Influences: From Big Ideas to the Constitution matching activity to each student.

a. Ask students to match the “big idea” to the Constitution description or excerpt.

b. Circulate among the students affirming correct matches or re-directing incorrect matches.

i. If students are struggling with the content, re-teach.

6. Distribute the homework Colonial Influences: Colonial Comics to each student.
7. Exit Ticket
a. Identify the document you believe was the most influential and provide 3 reasons why you think that (use information from the reading and class activities to support your claim).
