· Students will be able to comprehend the purpose of graphic organizers by having the opportunity to try to complete an organizer while developing reading and social studies skills.
· Students will be able to understand how note taking can help improve studying by comparing what it is like to take unorganized notes vs. using an organized template. 
· Students will be able to increase their US History knowledge by actively reading and listening to Sojourner Truth’s speech, while increasing note taking skills.

	LEARNER PRIOR KNOWLEDGE
· Students should be familiar with a basic concept of graphic organizers.
· Students should be familiar with the various purposes of speeches (Inform, Instruct, Entertain, Persuade, Inspire).
· Students should be familiar with simple note taking.
· Students should have had some practice with reading historical speeches. 


	
	INSTRUCTIONAL ACTIVITIES 

1. Reflective warm-up picture to deliver to students via projectors.
a. What do students think about picture?
b. Does it look organized?
c. Would you be able to study like this?
d. What do your notes look like?

2. After students get a chance to review questions, have students share their thoughts with the class. 
3. Have students read the excerpt from “Ain’t I a Woman?” by Sojourner Truth on pg. 185 from Common core achieve: Mastering essential test readiness skills (Reading & Writing).
a. Tell students to read and take notes, but offer no direction as to the type of notes they should take.  Students should complete this assignment on a collectable sheet of paper without a name. 

4. Instructor reads all notes, and either writes on Whiteboard, or types to project.  
a. Are there items that are in common?  Way notes are organized?  Any themes?

5. Introduce the concept of graphic organizers, and how these are useful tools to improve studying and processing information.  Use this Note Taking Templates to decide what graphic organizers are best for your students: 
a. Distribute copy of your choice of graphic organizer.
b. Re-read passage from pg. 185
c. Use Notes from Launching a Year of Meaningful Note-Taking to decide what to share/teach with students.
d. As a class, fill out graphic organizer

6. Discuss filled out graphic organizers.
7. Introduce a Venn diagram, have students compare their first version of notes to the notes from the class-completed graphic organizer (letter d from step 7).
a. What do students think?  What notes are more organized and easier to understand?

8. Explain that note taking can be used for more than just for reading passages.  Now show a re-enactment of “Ain’t I a Woman” by Sojourner Truth (YouTube link included)
a. Distribute copy of 3 2 1 Notes.
b. Have students complete while watching video

c. Discuss thoughts with students

9. Distribute Exit Ticket (attached)
10. Collect Exit Tickets and 3 2 1 Notes from students
