· Students will be able to compare two multi-digit numbers based on meanings of the digits in each place, using >, =, and < symbols to record the results of comparisons.

	LEARNER PRIOR KNOWLEDGE

· Learners will need basic knowledge of number names.

· Learners will need mastery of greater than and less than symbols (see N. 1.2)

· N.1.2. Compare two two-digit numbers based on meanings of the tens and ones digits, recording the results of comparisons with the symbols >, =, and <. 

· This activity includes the life skill of writing out a check. This skill is not a requirement to achieve learner outcomes. Students who are not familiar with this skill should not be penalized on the quiz. 



	
	INSTRUCTIONAL ACTIVITIES 

1. Opener- write the following on the board side by side:

· Three thousand, four hundred twenty-seven

· Three thousand four hundred twenty seven

2. Ask students to "Think Pair Share" what is different about the two number names. Write students answers on the board. Students should recognize that one number name includes grammatical symbols (comma and hyphen) and the others don't. 

3. Ask students to write the number on a scrap sheet of paper. Once everyone answers write 3427 on the board. Ask if this is correct. Students should recognize that a comma is missing. Invite a student to correct the number at the board. 
4. Ask students how many thousands, hundreds, tens and ones are in 3,427.

5. Explain that today you will be thinking about numbers in different ways: their names, expanded form, and how they compare. Introduce the small group activities: Naming Numbers Card Sort and Greater Than, Less Than, Equal To Card Sort
a. Have students assemble into pairs or small groups.
b. Provide each group with the Naming Numbers Card Sort and Greater Than, Less Than, Equal To Card Sort
c. Circulate around the room providing help and answering questions as needed.
6. Lead students through additional practice of naming and reading numbers using Really Big Numbers
7. After the small group activity, assess with the Naming Numbers Quiz.
