	INSTRUCTIONAL ACTIVITIES
1. Begin class by asking students to think about a disagreement that they have had with a friend or family member.

2. Ask what led up to the disagreement or caused the disagreement?
3. Ask about the outcome, result, or effect of the argument?
4. Tell students that we are going to read about an argument between the American colonies and England. While reading you and a partner are going to list disagreements or causes of the Revolutionary War on your T chart worksheet.
5. Draw a T chart on the whiteboard. Label the left side “Cause” and the right side “Effect”.

6. The teacher will model for the students what they will do with their partner. Read aloud the first paragraph on p.78 lesson 2.2 in McGraw Hill Common Core Basics Social Studies book about the American Revolutionary War.
7. After reading, ask the students if there was any cause for disagreement between colonists and England. Write students’ suggestions on the whiteboard T chart.
8. List the cause of the disagreement and the result or effect of the disagreement on the chart in the appropriate column.

9. Distribute Cause and Effect T Chart Handouts (attached) to students. Students will continue this process of reading

10. The teacher will circulate among the groups and observe and ask questions.
11. When all groups have completed their T charts, discuss their findings as a whole group.
12. Say: Now you are going to write an essay explaining the cause-effect relationship of the events leading up the Revolutionary War. Students should include a main idea sentence and include transition words (One cause, another cause, the outcome was, since, as a result) in their paragraph.
13. Distribute Cause and Effect Worksheet Prompt (attached) to students. Allow students time to
14. Students will read their paragraphs aloud to the class.

15. Collect paragraphs and evaluate by using the Cause and Effect Writing Rubric (attached).
16. Before students leave class ask them to give a thumbs up if they feel they have a thorough understanding of cause-effect, thumb sideways if they are starting to understand, and thumbs down if they are unclear about the concept of cause-effect relationships.
	

	
	DIFFERENTIATION
· Pair higher level students with a lower level student for the reading and charting.
· Ask students who need help organizing ideas to meet with the teacher as a small group.
· Look at the students’ T chart and cross out ideas they do not want to use.
· Number ideas in the order in which they will write about them.

· Help them to write a main idea sentence.
