· Learners will combine sentences and re-write them using coordinating conjunctions.
· Learners will use edit a paragraph, demonstrating the correct use of coordinating conjunctions.

	INSTRUCTIONAL ACTIVITIES 

1. You know how you use glue to hold two things together, conjunctions are a lot like glue in sentences because they join words or parts of a sentence together.
2. The most common of these are (write on the board): And, Or, and But. Can you think of an example of a sentence, off the top of your head, that uses one of these conjunctions? Allow students to share a couple examples out-loud.

3. Let’s practice with these core coordinating conjunctions. Hand out the Conjunctions: Glue Words worksheet and review the meaning of the three, recording the definitions on the board beside each conjunction.

4. As a class, work through numbers 1-3, thinking out loud  (equal, choice, contrast) when selecting the appropriate conjunction.

5. Students will complete 4-10 with a partner and then the class will review as a whole.

6. Now that you have an understanding of the most common conjunctions, let’s get introduced to them all. FANBOYS is an acronym that helps us remember conjunctions for our writing. We already know three. Can you identify and, or and but in the acronym?

7. Provide students with FANBOYS Foldable (example) (either make for students before class or have students make during class). Write the explanations for each on the board for students to fill in on their foldable. They will use this during class and beyond as a resource.

8. We are going to view FANBOYS: Coordinating Conjunctions, a brief video that introduces FANBOYS and how we should use them. Follow along with your FANBOYS Guided Notes as we view together. 
9. When you get to the practice, pause the video to do these as a class before the answer is revealed.

10. Students will apply FANBOYS to complete the following practice online:

A. Complete sentences with the correct coordinating conjunction online with Conjunctions, English skills online, interactive activity lessons. The instructor should circulate the room while students work to see how they are doing.

B. Combine two sentences and re-write them using coordinating conjunctions at Combining Sentences Using Coordination.
11. As an exit ticket from class (FANBOYS Assessment) students will edit the paragraph, adding FANBOYS where needed.
